Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 6th December 2018 
Chapel Schoolroom, North Duffield 
112/18 In attendance: Cllrs Wells (Chair), R Arrand, A Carr, R Hemingway, J Smith, N Taylor. Sally Look (Clerk). Ward Councillor C Arthur.

113/18 Minutes of the monthly Parish Council meeting held on 1st November 2018 were proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed as a true and accurate record.
114/18 Matters arising from the last meeting 

· Village pump fence repairs complete and village green paving work complete. Cllr Wells to speak to contractor to request a slope in the paving to prevent further ponding of water.  
· Fishing on the pond. Clerk to get a sign to politely request no fishing. 

· Allotments. Yorvik Homes have confirmed location of stand pipe. Awaiting further details on the S106 agreement. 
· Streetlights complete. Light still out opposite pub. NYCC have confirmed Northern Power Grid will repair it free of charge however the Parish Council still need to pay the contractors who came out to identify the fault. In future if a LED lantern needs replacing, the new LED lantern will be supplied free of charge however there will still be a charge for the contractor to do the job.
· Neighbourhood Plan. Clerk to keep advertising to try and generate interest. 
· Speeding data analysis / VAS survey. Clerk to contact NYCC to arrange a 7 day speed survey (using tubes across the carriageway). Cost is £110 + VAT.

· Residents raised concerns about planning reference 2018/1345/FUL. Concerns noted about the visual impact of the proposed property and locality in relation to the neighbouring property.  
· Resident raised concerns about pupil numbers North Duffield Primary School. ‘Over 60’s Luncheon’ to take place on 22nd January to utilise the school kitchens and raise funds. 
· Councillors agreed to fund some bulbs to be planted by volunteers around the village pump.

· Yorkshire Ambulance Service First Aid Awareness Training to be held in village hall in January. Clerk to advertise to ascertain interest levels.  

· Councillors agreed to funding of £60 towards North Duffield Community Primary School Fund for their sensory room. School signage requested at the end of Broadmanor. Councillors have no objection to the school organising this and will support their application to highways. 
· YLCA Planning Seminar 23rd March 2019. £115. Councillors agreed for Cllr Walker to attend. 
· Policies approved by councillors: Equality Policy, Open Media Policy, Communication Policy, Disciplinary Policy, Internal Control Procedures and Policy, Dignity at Work Policy, Grievance Policy, Health & Safety Policy, Social Media Policy, Communications Engagement Policy.

118/18 Planning Applications for discussion and comments
· 2018/1344/OUTM. Land at The Paddocks, York Road, North Duffield. Outline application including access (all other matters reserved) for the erection of dwellings and construction of access from York Road. Councillors could not comment on this application as it does not give details as to the numbers and types of houses. The original development was one application for 35 houses, which the Parish Council and the majority of residents supported. This has now been sub - divided into 4 separate applications and Councillors would like to see more detailed information of this particular proposal before commenting further. 
· 2018/1345/FUL. Land at The Paddocks, York Road, North Duffield. Proposed erection of self-build dwelling and construction of access road. Councillors raised concerns about the visual impact of the proposed property. Although they welcome modern builds this design is not thought to be not in keeping and out of context with the rest of the houses in the area particularly the proposed cladding, the stainless steel flue, the colour of the brickwork, aluminium copper frames etc. This is thought to be very different from all the other houses in the village and will look quite industrial although the north facing side looks towards the other proposed development may be least obtrusive. Councillors are also aware of concerns raised by residents from the neighbouring property and agree that the location is unsuitable in relation to the neighbouring property.
· 2018/1346/FUL. Land at The Paddocks, York Road, North Duffield. The Parish Council has no objections to this development of 14 properties. Councillors would like to see how the provision of affordable houses is addressed throughout the 4 now separate applications for The Paddocks.

· 2018/1347/FUL. Land at The Paddocks, York Road, North Duffield. Outline to include access (all other matters reserved) for erection of two dwellings and construction access. No comments. 
· 2018/1175/FUL Proctor House, Market Weighton Road, North Duffield. Proposed erection of new residential dwelling in rear garden of existing dwelling. Councillors noted the recommendation to refuse this application on highways grounds and have also raised concerns about the same issue.
· 2018/1316/HPA. Proposed single storey side extension to form ground floor study and shower room. No comment.
